They argue that project changes also is an important cause of underestima-
tion, which lead to a conclusion that the estimates in their sample were rather re-
liable. The cost estimation process, which can be viewed as a factor more closely
related to the project organization, has also received some attention among
authors in this field of research. Flyvbjerg et al. deliver an interesting contribution
on this issue. First of all, it must be noted that their study focuses on a certain
category of projects, so-called transportation infrastructure projects, and secondly,
the data comes from projects all around the world from a period of time stretching
from 1910 to 1998. They study the differences between actual and estimated cost
and argue that “the cost estimates used to decide whether such projects should be
built are highly and systematically misleading.” This underestimation could, ac-
cording to Flyvbjerg et al., best be explained by strategic misrepresentation.

The generalizability of the results is also limited as a result of the small num-
ber of cases used in the research. However, it must be noted that the aim of the
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research was not to provide generalizable results, but to explain the process of in-
ternationalization as experienced in a particular context with the purpose of theory
building. Future research that tests the framework may place greater importance
on generalizability.
