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Abstract

The goal of this study is to investigate grammatical differences between
the English phrases “reason why” and ‘reason as to why.” Many Japanese
learners of English do not differentiate properly between these two phrases,
using only the former, but never the latter. This is probably because they
assume that there is no significant difference between these two phrases.
Indeed, in many cases, whether or not “as to” is in the middle of the phrase
“reason why” does not cause any significant difference in meaning, as
illustrated below.

la. I don't know the reason why he didn't come to the party.

1b. I don’t know the reason as to why he didn’t come to the party.
2a. 1 was not given a reason why I was banned.

2b. T was not given a reason as to why I was banned.

However, this is not always the case. In (3) below, “as to” cannot be used
within a subject.

3. *The reason as to why he didn’t come to the party is unknown.

On the other hand, there are also cases, such as in (4), (5), and (6) below,
in which only “reason as to why" is allowed. Note that in these sentences,
the word “reason” is modified by a preceding interrogative adjective such as
“what” or “which.”

In addition, “reason as to why’ is usually preferred to “reason why”
when used in a comparatively long noun clause functioning as an object in a
sentence, as in (6) below.

6. He provided the reason as to why he believes a stock market crash is
imminent in Japan.

The differences observed in the above sentences originate from the
grammatical function of prepositions in English. Prepositions, whether they
are simple or complex, syntactically combine the preceding and following noun
phrases, and function as either adjectival phrases or adverbial phrases. So
it can be argued that the clause which is preceded by ‘reason why” always
functions as a noun modifier, such as in (la) and (2a), while the clause preceded
by “reason as to why  functions as either a noun modifier or predicate (verb)
modifier, as in (1b) and (2b). In the case of the former, “why” can be replaced
by “that” as in (7b).

7a. 1 don’t know the reason why he didn't come to the party.
7b. 1 don’t know the reason that he didn't come to the party.

Regarding ‘reason as to why,” it can be ambiguous whether the clause
which precedes it functions as an adjectival clause or adverbial clause, as seen
in (8) below.

8. T have to make a decision as to which college I should apply to.

In the case of the latter interpretation, the sentence above can be
rewritten without changing its meaning, as follows:

9. As to which college I should apply to, I have to make a decision.

There is another case in which neither “reason why” nor ‘reason as to
why” can be used, as exemplified below.

10a. For the reason that Muscat grapes are sweet, I like them.
10b. *For the reason why Muscat grapes are sweet, I like them.
10c. *For the reason as to why Muscat grapes are sweet, I like them.
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In conclusion, it can be argued that “reason why” is not grammatically the
same as reason as to why.” The latter phrase can be used in two different
ways, due to the aforementioned dual function of prepositions in English.

It is recommended that Japanese learners of English should pay more
attention to English grammatical expressions which refer to reasons because
there is a distinct grammatical difference in usage between “the reason why’
and “the reason that,” which most Japanese learners of English are consider to
be equivalent.

In addition, most Japanese learners of English mistakenly believe that the
noun ‘reason’ is always followed by the relative adverb “why.” However, this
is not always the case. As shown in (11), in some cases, only ‘that” can be used
after “reason.”
