Not only did he study diligently to excel
in his subjects of medicine and theology, he was constantly trying to
learn more about the people, cultures, and languages of the countries
where he lived and worked. Furthermore, his motivation was always
to serve others.

The Kkind of people we are trying to nurture, from
kindergarten to graduate school, are those who, like Dr. Lambuth, have
a global perspective, and are motivated to develop their abilities to
serve others.
