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But Jesus called them to Himself and said, “You know that the rulers of the
Gentiles lord it over them, and those who are great exercise authority over them. Yet
it shall not be so among you; but whoever desires to become great among you, let
him be your servant. And whoever desires to be first among you, let him be your
slave-just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His

life a ransom for many.” (Matthew, 20:25-28)
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“We aim to be strong, to be masters-masters of knowledge, masters of
opportunity, masters of ourselves, our desires, our ambitions, our appetites, our
possessions. We will not be slaves whether to others, to circumstances, or to our own
passions. But the purpose of our mastery must be not our own individual enrichment,

but social service. We aim to become servants of humanity in a large sense.”
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
